Turn left onto North Road/ CR -48 at stop sign. Castello di Borghese will be
approximately 8 miles on your left.

Take the L.1. Expressway 1-495 to Exit 71, at end of ramp turn left onto Edwards Avenue and
North for 4 miles (to 2 traffic lights) at the second light turn right onto Sound Avenue. Go 14
miles East and our Vineyard Winery is on the right, just past our sign that says Castello
Hargrave Vineyard.

OR

Take the L.1. Expressway 1-495 to Exit 73 toward Greenport/ Orient.

This is CR-58. Follow for 2 miles until reaching roundabout. Take 2nd exit off roundabout,
continuing on CR-58. Turn left onto Northville Turnpike/CR-43 at traffic light. Turn right onto
Sound Ave. at stop sign. Castello di Borghese will be approximately 9 miles on your right.

From the South Fork of Long Island

Take Montauk Highway/NY-27 to Exit 65N toward Riverhead. Merge onto NY-24. Turn right on
CR-105N/ Cross River Road. Turn right onto Northville Turnpike/CR-43. Turn right onto Sound
Ave. Stay straight on CR-48, Castello di Borghese will be approximately 9 miles on your right.
